Dear Mr. Dmitry Edelev! 
I express my concern about the situation with Boris Destin Missamou, the citizen of Congo Republic, who studied in MSUFP university. As far as I know, Boris Destin was one of the best students in his group and showed only good and excellent academic performance. For two school years he did not receive any reproaches regarding academic progress or disrespect to the rules. MSUFP certificate could have allowed Boris Destin to become a highly skilled ecology expert. 
On 9 May 2010 an incident took place on the territory of the MSUFP dormitory, as a result of which Boris Destin was injured. Medical certificate from Botkin hospital in Moscow states that he had received abrasions of forehead and the back of the head. According to Boris Destin, he was being beaten up with the cries, which he considered humiliating to his skin colour. As far and I am informed, the police are still investigating the case, its causes and the involved persons. But already on 12 May 2010 in lines with administrative order №5/523a Boris Destin was expelled from MSUFP for the reason of “participation in the incident on 9 May 2010, which ended up with a fight on the dormitory territory”. This means that it took university administration one working day to make a decision, which makes me doubt that such a serious measure as expel had been well-grounded.
After Boris Destin was expelled from the university, he was evicted from his dormitory room. Till 29 July the security guard of the dormitory did not allow the student to access his personal belongings. Boris Destin did not possess of any other clothes, except clothes in his dormitory room. At preset time he has to refer to charity foundations in order to have shelter and food. Visa, that provides Boris Destin with a legal stay in Russia, expires on 24 August, 2010. 
I am aware of the fact, that the Embassy of the Republic of Congo sent an official letter №218/010/ACM to you on 14 July 2010, in which it expressed sincere regret that Moscow State University of Food Production had failed to take into consideration the Embassy desire “to let Missamou Boris Destin stay at university”. 

It is common knowledge that university administration ignored the appeal on behalf of students' organizations, sent there on 9 July 2010. I suppose that such situations might cast doubt on the capability of this university to educate foreign students, since their security and rights' defense are not provided for in the due manner. 

I urge you to look into this situation and take the following measures: 

1) annul the administrative order of expel and reinstate Missamou Boris Destin,

2) give the student the opportunity to pass summer examinations,

3) prolong the visa for him to be able to continue the studies.
